Theme of Lecture: Spatial and Environmental solutions for Air Quality Management.

Name of the Speaker: Dr. V. Srinivas, from EPTRI.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker discussed about the Air Pollution Studies in the Lecture. He also covered type of Air Pollutants, the standards of Air quality in the Lecture.

The Speaker discussed about a case study of “Integrated environmental strategies for the Transportation system in the city of Hyderabad.”

Theme of Lecture: Environmental and Socio – economic considerations in preparation of Developmental plan for Eco-cities.

Name of the Speaker: Sri. Mujeeb ur Rehman, from CPCB Delhi.

Summary of the Lecture: The topics covered in the lecture are:

· The definition for the term “Eco-cities”

· The major concerns of the cities

· Causes of Urban Degradation

· The Important Actors in Town Planning

· Institutional Role in Town Planning

· The Actions required

· The Strategies needed for Urban Areas 

The Speaker presented a case study of Kanpur city in the perspective of ‘Eco-city’. He discussed about major concerns of the Kanpur city viz. Transportation and Environmental issues. The study includes the recommendations made by CPCB in the EMP report and their successful results in case of Kanpur city.

Theme of Lecture: Development of new Master Plan and experience in making.

Name of the Speaker: Sri. S.P. Shorey, from Hyderabad Urban Development Authority.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker presented the Master Plan that is prepared for Hyderabad city. He discussed about the sub-components of this master plan including HUDA (Hyderabad Urban Development Authority), CDA (Cyberabad Development Authority), HADA (Hyderabad Airport Development Authority) and BPPA (Budha Purnima Project Authority). He also discussed about Major Traffic and Transportation studies for Hyderabad city and concept of Urban forestry. The Master Plan covers the Bridges, STP’s, MTRS and Satellite townships, which are to be proposed for the city. The Issues to be addressed in the Master Plan and Current status also discussed in the Plan.  

Theme of Lecture: Water Supply System Management – Planning Principles, Spatial Norms & Standards, Water Utilization in Urban Areas and Case Study to be presented on Hyderabad Sewerage Treatment Plan.

Name of the Speaker: Sri. K.C. Waghray, from Hyderabad Municipal Water Supply Sewerage Board.

Summary of the Lecture: The lecture covered the following factors that are to be considered in Planning for the Water Supply System:

· The Planning of the system

· The Standards to be adopted in design

· Population forecast

· Per capita supply

· Physical & Chemical quality of the water

· Demand and supply position

The Speaker also covered the Network of the Water Supply System of different sources that are catering to needs of city. It was also shown that the different options that are available to meet the future demands. A case study of Sewage Treatment Plan at Hussainsagar Lake was also shown.

Theme of Lecture: Case study-Protection/Conservation of Water Bodies (in the City of Hyderabad)

Name of the Speaker: Dr.V.V.S.Gurunadha Rao. from NGRI, Hyderabad.

Summary of the Lecture: The lecture covered about the restoration of Urban Lakes in Hyderabad city. He discussed four case studies for the restoration of Hussainsagar, Mir Alam tanks, Durgam cheruvu and Safilguda lakes those are located in the city of Hyderbad. 
Theme of Lecture: The conceptual overview for Ecocities.

Name of the Speaker: Prof. Ravi Anand, from JNTU Hyderabad.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker discussed about concept of Eco-city. 
He covered the about The roots of Sustainable development, the needs of Sustainable cities, the drivers needed, the Smart Growth. He detailed about objectives, benefits and principles of Smart development.  He also presented a case study on Tirupathi that was done for CPCB.

Theme of Lecture: Sewerage/Waste Water Management – Planning for upgradation and innovative cost effective techniques for local wastewater treatment – General & Industrial Specific.

Summary 

Name of the Speaker: Dr. R. C.Reddy, from NEERI.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker discussed about Wastewater management, which consists of 

· Source Generation/ Control/ Segregation   

· Collection

· Transportation

· Treatment

· Disposal / Reuse

He also discussed about treatment of wastewater, which consists of Primary, Secondary and Tertiary.

Theme of Lecture: Sustainable Transportation Planning and Low cost Traffic Management measures.

Name of the Speaker: Prof. Bhanu Murthy, from JNTU, Hyderabad.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker discussed about Performance indicators in Traffic management, Key Issues for a sustainable Transportation Plan, TSM actions, Broad Classification of TSM actions, Measures to be taken in Improvement in Vehicular flow such as One-way Streets, Turn Restrictions, Removal of On-street Parking, Reversible Lanes, Channelization, Off-street Loading and Transit Stop Relocation.

Theme of Lecture: Planning of Urban Design Landscaping Elements in a city.

Name of the Speaker: Sri. N. Chandra Mohan Reddy, from HUDA Hyderabad.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker discussed about the experience in Urban greening for the city of Hyderabad. He discussed about the Importance of urban greenery, development of city level parks in the city. He shown the Layout of Budha Purnima Project Authority, Afforestation activities taken up by HUDA etc. He also discussed about the Publicity and awareness programmes that are conducted by HUDA to the citizens of Hyderabad about the importance of Plantations and their protection.

Theme of Lecture: Principles of Project Management – Monitoring and Overview. 

Name of the Speaker: Sri. H.S. Simha, from IICT Hyderabad.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker discussed about Project Planning and monitoring. He told about the Elements of Project Management and Project Planning. The Lecture presented with the Project Planning with ZOPP method. The Main steps of ZOPP include the Participation Analysis and Problem Analysis and the Project Planning Matrix. He also discussed about Plan of operation, the Monitoring & Evaluation of ZOPP method, ZOPP implementation, ZOPP workshop, ZOPP requirement and the projects planned with ZOPP method.

Theme of Lecture: Solid Waste Management – Planning and Design Principles for collection, segregation, storage, transportation and disposal aspects – General and Industry specific.

Name of the Speaker: Sri. Rajeev Babu, from Municipal Corporation of Hyderabad.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker explained various policies that are responsible for managing the municipal solid wastes. He discussed about various factors to be considered for Collection and Transfer of Municipal Solid Wastes and also their modes of Transport. He told about the concept and principles of Routing. The lecture is also included the Siting, Design, Equipment used for Drop Offs. He talked about the Principle, Methods, and various Technologies available for Waste Management Systems.  

Theme of Lecture: Case studies of Eco-cities.

Name of the Speaker: Sri. Raghu Babu, from GTZ.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker talked about Case Studies of Eco Cities. He discussed about the Overview, Areas and Procedures, Examples and Indicators/Impact monitoring of the Project. The Initiative for the EcoCity, Criteria for choosing the Towns and Procedures followed were also discussed. He mentioned the Indicators taken for this project. The case studies of Tirupathi, Kottayam, Tanjavur, Ujjain, Puri, Madhura and Vrundavan are also discussed in the lecture.

Theme of Lecture: Sustainability of Infrastructure Projects.

Name of the Speaker: Sri. P. Nagabhushanam, from NICMAR.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker discussed about Development and Environment, Infrastructure Projects, Rating of Infrastructure and a Case Study of a Highway Project in his lecture.  

Theme of Lecture: Tool for Spatial Planning – concept and Role of GIS & Remote Sensing in Urban Area.

Name of the Speaker: Sri. G. Suryanarayana, from EPTRI.

Summary of the Lecture: The Speaker briefed about the definitions of GIS and the technology GPS in his lecture. He talked about the major areas of GIS application, the components of GIS and renowned softwares on GIS. He discussed various data inputs for GIS ranging from Vector, Raster, Tabular, Analogue map, Arial Photographs and Satellite Images. He also discussed about the Remote sensing technology in his lecture. It include Acquisition of Data in Remote sensing, the studies that can be done using the Remote sensing etc. 

Observations on the Field visits by the Participants: The field visits for the participants include 1) Shilparamam (a Cultural Heritage site), 2) NTR – Garden (which is an example for Landscape designing), 3) Sewage Treatment Plant at Hussain Sagar 4) Lumbini Park (an amusement park).

The observations on sites mainly include:

1. Whether the material used in the study area is environment friendly or not if so specific observations on these aspects and suggestions.

2. On the vegetative type specific comments are requested.

3. On the energy utilization specific suggestions which leads to more environment friendly and energy conservation aspects to be discussed.

4. Comments on Land scaping any alternatives felt ideal for the given conditions are to be discussed.

5. Any other aspects, which are not environment friendly both from execution point of view or planning point of view.
